The Boat Club
All patrons with boats are permitted to 
bring their boats along for boat rides or 
any water sports in the largest Municipal 
dam in South Africa. For relaxation, we 
have a designated area with ablution 
and braai facilities as well as shelter. 
This area can also be used for social and 
corporate events.

eMalahleni Witbank Nature Reserve
The 900 hectare Witbank Nature Reserve, 
situated on the outskirts of Witbank 
and bordering the Witbank Dam, offers 
grasslands, wetland and woodland areas 
home to a variety of species in the wildlife 
that include eland, wildebeest, kudu, 
waterbuck,impala, springbuck, zebra, 
snakes and otters. The birdlife also offers 
different species which can be spotted form 
bird hides and picnic spots. The Reserve is 
also available for hiking with 4 trials, ranging 
from 3km to 15km.

Environmental Education Centre
The Environmental Education Centre 
inside the Nature Reserve is a fantastic 
facility where groups can partake in 
numerous activities or projects in a theme 
of their choice, which include water, 
alien plant life, insects, trees, wetlands, 
animals, etc. No vehicles are allowed 
in the Witbank Dam Reserve, there is 
a parking area near the gate and 24 
hour security is provided. This provides 
peace of mind for day visitors and night 
hikers to the reserve. The advantage of 
visiting the Nature Reserve is that there 
is a variety of accommodation to choose 
from in the Nature Reserve and around 
Emalahleni.
